Part I: Falling Blood Drops

Objective: 
In Part I, you will examine the relationship between height and velocity as well as height and blood drop diameter.

Procedure: For this lab, if you are making it up, you must include photos of you completing each of the five different heights AND this paper with the drawings.
1. Using a dropper, allow a single drop of blood to drop from five different heights: 5 cm, 25 cm, 50 cm, 75 cm, and 100 cm onto another sheet of paper.
